Dr. Lingaraja Gandhi, Director, College Development Council and Director,
Academic Staff College, University of Mysore, and alumnus of the college and former faculty
of this department inaugurated the show. 76 news papers from 19 countries were displayed,
each fecaturing a detailed profile compiled by guest faculty Ms. Bindu Yadava and
Ms.Vijayakumari. The profile included not just the name of the country and the name of the
newspapaer, but also the language ( in the case of regional newspapaers), the name of the
editor, the publisher, the owner, date/year of its first issue, type, periodicity, price and its
conversion in Indian rupees, circulation etc. All those who contributed newspapaers were
duly acknowledged. There were dailies, monthlies, weeklies, tabloids and also newspapaers
in languages other than English.

It was with the intention of making this exhibition of foreign newspapers, a learning
experience that we spread it over two days. The response was tremendous with hundreds of
visitors which included not just students from our colleges but also students from other colleges
along with their teachers and the public from all walks of life. Visitors thronged the corriders
of Maharaja’s College to see touch, feel, read, compare and leave their remarks. This exhibition
was also aimed at motivating students to take up writing as a profession and expose them to
the widespread use of English language across the globe.
